Massage Therapy

I voluntarily consent to be treated with therapeutic massage.

1. If my ailment or condition should worsen or if a new ailment should appear, I should consult my physician or any other licensed physician.

2. Confidentiality will be preserved at all times.  I have received, read and understand the Notice of Privacy Practices and Practices Regarding Disclosure of Client Health Information.

3. I understand that my appointment time is a time set aside for me.  If I cancel, miss, or change the appointment without at least 24 hours’ notice I understand I will be charged a $45 fee for this time.  This does not apply to an emergency situation or a last minute cancellation due to inclement weather.  I understand my practitioner’s ability to best serve other clients and me is dependent upon my cooperation with this cancellation policy.

4. I understand that my practitioner will do what he or she can to accommodate me if I am running late.  However, if I am more than 15 minutes late, depending on the schedule, it might not be possible for me to be treated that day.  Having to reschedule will incur a fee of $25.

5. I understand that treatment is a partnership and will endeavor to take responsibility for my own healing by asking questions regarding this process and following the suggestions of my practitioner.

6. During the session, clients are encouraged to relax, and inform the therapist if anything makes them uncomfortable, either physically or psychologically.  Talking may occur during the session, but often the therapist will ask you to talk with her before or after, as the massage session may take a good deal of concentration.  If something feels uncomfortable during the session, please speak up immediately.  Your therapist will want to know as soon as possible.
